 LUNCHTIME INFORMATION 
Lunch hours for Starke students are as 
follows: 
KINDERGARTEN 11:30-Eat in Cafeteria 
1ST GRADE-12:15-Eat in Cafeteria 
2ND GRADE-11:50 Eat in Cafeteria 
3RD GRADE-12:40 Eat in Cafeteria 
 
If your child will be late to school please 
call in their lunch order prior to 9:00am.  
If your child arrives after 9:00am, and 
you do not call your child’s order into the 
office by 9:00am, please send a sack 
lunch with your child.   
 
You are welcome to join your child for 
lunch on any day.  Please make sure to 
check in at the school office before join-
ing your child in the lunchroom.  If you 
wish to order a school lunch, please call 
the school office to place your order or 
send in your order with payment marked 
with your child’s name,  “1 Adult Lunch”, 
& your lunch choice.     
 
We ask that if you send lunch money to 
school daily with your child, you send the 
money in a labeled envelope with your 
child’s name, his teacher’s name, and 
LUNCH MONEY written very clearly on 
the outside of the envelope.  This helps 
to ensure that the money is applied to 
your child’s school lunches, rather than 
field trip money, or another account.

Full Priced Student-$1.45 
Reduced Price Student-$.40 
Adult Lunch $1.90 
Extra Milk-$.35 

TRAFFIC SAFELY DOS AND 
DON’TS  

DO: 
• Park on either side of the bus circle 

drive when droppiung off or picking 
up students  

• Obey all traffic control signals, in-
cluding NO PARKING ZONES, and 
bus stop arms  

• Use the crosswalk when crossing

• Drop students off, or pick students

and 4:00pm
